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9/11 was globally viewed and globally responded to; there was widespread astonishment and sympathy for those caught in the World Trade Center, though this feeling was not universal, and certainly not universally similar or without being intermixed with contradictory feelings. The 

starting point for this internationally based study is how opinions and attitudes to 9/11 developed around the world following the event. Seven countries are involved: Germany, Russia, Columbia, China, Egypt, India and Lithuania. The primary focus is on domestic elites in these 

countries because of their power and influence over how others think, and on mainstream print media because of the need to restrict the research data to manageable limits. In order to gauge the degree of agreement or disagreement with the official American position, or indeed the existence of contradictory attitudes to the US, data were compiled by conducting a content analysis or the press in each chosen country. A multistage sampling procedure for collecting the units of analysis was adopted, beginning with the top 10 newspapers in each country according to size of circulation, and including one or two purposively selected publications for comparative purposes. Inter-coder reliability was tested using Cohen's kappa, with articles randomly selected for checks. The study shows that the initial sympathy ....generated by 9/11 soon moved _int_a1l,ge of attitudes _al}fl views, with none of the seleCted countries demonstrating a marked sense of identification with the US after the tragedy. American foreign policies came in for a good deal of criticism, while solidarity with the US varied considerably: strongest in Germany and Lithuania, weakest /ip /Egypt. There was a general lack of support for a military response, and a general questioning of America's status in the broader geopolitical context. Further detailed information is provided in each of the sections dealing with the seven chosen countries, particularly regarding the domestic influences determining both support for, and criticism of, the US and its policies. The evidence collected is rich and dense, yet concisely analysed and clearly set out. The three editors provide an introduction and a set of concluding remarks to what will prove a valuable book relevant to a number of different fields.
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
